General Information

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, L.A. County courthouses now require that you take certain precautions to
ensure your health and the health of those around you if you intend to appear at court in-person.

* Don't got to court if have fever or symptoms or been exposed to COVID

* If can't appear in person, call the courtroom to request a Continuance or consider appearing remotely.
Please refer to handout series called “"Appearing Remotely by LA CourtConnect” and “How to Request a
Continuance”.
Wearing a face covering/mask and social distancing is mandatory in L.A. County courthouses.
Remember to put yours on before entering the courthouse; otherwise you will be denied entry!

Because of social distancing guidelines and limited capacity in the courthouse, the court is only allowing
parties, witnesses, and other essential persons in the court. Please do not bring another person with you
unless they are part of a case or you are a victim of domestic violence and they are your support person.
This reduces potential exposure and spread of the COVID-19 virus.

Arrive to court on time! It is very important that you don’t miss your hearing! To ensure that you arrive on
time, we recommend showing up 30 minutes early to the courthouse, as parking may be difficult. You
should also make sure that you already know which department you are going to for your hearing.

Instead, when you enter the courthouse, a sheriff will direct you to the
right department and floor. They will also be monitoring the halls to
enforce social distancing.

If you are waiting for the sheriff to direct you to your assigned
courtroom, have your mask on at all times and stay six-feet apart from
others.
